The New England Patriots adminstrative offices are located 
at the north end of Foxboro Stadium. Visitors should enter 
Gate P4. For more detailed directions, please call (508) 543-
8200. Below are directions from both Logan and T.F. Green 
Airports. 

From downtown Boston/Logan Airport: Leaving the airport, 
take the Sumner Tunnel to 1-93 south. Interstate 93 south 
will join highway 128 north approximately 13 miles south of 
Boston. Continue on 93/128 for another eight miles. Take the 
Providence exit to Interstate 95 south. Take Exit 9 (Wrentham 
exit) off 1-95 and continue on Route 1 south. Foxboro 
Stadium is approximately seven miles south on the left hand 
side. 

From downtown Providence/T.F. Green Airport: Leaving 
the airport, follow signs to Interstate 95 north (to Boston). 
Continue on 1-95 to Interstate 495 north (Exit 6). Follow 
approximately three miles to the first exit. Take the Route 1 
north exit (Exit 14) and continue approximately five miles.

rofessional football in New England entered a new era on 
January 21, 1994 when Robert K. Kraft purchased the New 
England Patriots, bringing strong local ownership to a franchise 

which has been searching for stability for much of the past several 
years. 

Kraft took control of the team after succeeding in an intense 
struggle to keep the Patriots in New England. In purchasing the Patriots 
from James B. Orthwein, Kraft has begun what he describes as "a 
wonderful journey" to make the Patriots a highly respected part of the 
sports scene in New England and to have the team serve as a valuable 
resource for the community at large. 

Kraft has strong personal ties to the Patriots. He has been a season 
ticket holder since 1972 and recalls that some of his warmest memories 
of raising his family involved taking his sons to Patriots games. 

A native of Brookline, Mass., Kraft attended local public schools 
before entering Columbia University on an academic scholarship. 
While attending Columbia, he also played football. Upon graduation, he 
received a fellowship to attend the Harvard School of Business, where 
he earned a master's degree in business administration. 

Kraft began his business career with the Rand-Whitney Group, 
Inc. of Worcester, Mass., a company he later acquired. In 1972, he 
founded International Forest Products, a trader of paper commodities 
which does business in over 80 countries around the world. Together, 
Rand-Whitney and International Forest Products comprise one of the 
largest privately-owned paper and packaging companies in the United 
States. The Paperboard Packing Council has presented its highest 
honor, the Presidents Award, to Rand-Whitney on several occasions in 
recognition of the company's unique packaging design, manufacturing 
quality and overall production excellence. 
I In addition, Kraft is president of the International Forest Products 
Group of Companies, which has manufacturing operations in Europe, 
Asia and the Middle East. His other business activities include serving 
as chairman of Carmel Container Systems, Ltd., one of the largest 
companies in Israel. From 1986 to 1991, he was president of the New 
England Television Corp., the parent company of WHDH-AM and 
WHDH-TV, the CBS network affiliate in Boston. He is also the chairman 
of Chestnut Hill Management, a money management firm. He is the 
owner of the Patriots' home, Foxboro Stadium, New England's premier 
family entertainment venue which has been the host of many major 
music acts over the past several years including the Rolling Stones, 
Aerosmith and Elton John. This year, Foxboro Stadium is one of the 
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nine locations in the United States to host soccer's premier event, the 
World Cup. 

Kraft has had a long-time interest in sports. In the 1970s, he was 
the owner of the Boston Lobsters professional tennis team and re­
cruited the legendary Martina Navratilova to join the squad. Over the 
past 20 years, Kraft and his wife, Myra, have been very active in 
charitable and civic affairs. He serves on the Executive Committee of the 
Dana-Farber Cancer Institute. Kraft serves on the Board of Overseers of 
the Boston Symphony Orchestra and the Boston Museum of Science. 
He is also a trustee of Columbia University and serves on the Board of 
Directors for the Harvard School of Business. 

Kraft, the father of four sons, was born on June 5, 1941 in 
Brookline, Mass. His hobbies include golf and tennis. He and Myra 
reside in Chestnut Hill, Mass.

J 
onathan A. Kraft, entering his first season with the Patriots, was 
appointed Vice President and Owner's Representative on Janu­
ary 21, 1994. He was a key figure in the negotiations which led 

to the purchase of the franchise. In his current role, he assists each of 
the organization's departments in strategic planning and is one of the 
team's representatives to the National Football League. 

In addition to his role with the Patriots, Kraft will continue as the 
Chief Executive Officer of Rand-Whitney Containerboard L.P., the only 
paper company in the world which manufacturers products form 100 
percent post-consumer waste and 100 percent recycled water. He will 
continue to serve as a director for both the Rand-Whitney Group and 
International Forest Products. 

Kraft has played the lead role in securing the 1991 and 1992 
National Earth Day concerts at the stadium. He has been the chief 
negotiator for the stadium in securing the appearances of a number of 
major musical acts, including The Rolling Stones, Aerosmith , Elton 
John and Billy Joel. The Greater Boston Convention and Visitors 
Bureau, Inc. presented Kraft with the "Spirit of Tourism" Award for his 
work in promoting tourism and economic activity in the state. 

Kraft is a graduate of Williams College and received his MBA 
degree from the Harvard School of Business. He is on the board of 
directors for several organizations including the New England Israeli 
Chamber of Commerce, the Genesis Fund, the Freedom Festival and 
Concerts for the Environment.

ndy Wasynczuk, entering his first season with the Patriots, 

was appointed Vice President of Business Operations on 

January 21, 1994. He is responsible for overseeing the 

daily operations of each department in the organization. In addi­

tion, he will also serve as the Patriots' chief liaison in all non­

football related negotiations. That role will include acting as the 

Patriots' representative in all organizational dealings with state and 

local government bodies. 

In the ensuing months, Wasynczuk will be coordinating the 

planning and future development involving the Foxboro Stadium 

expansion efforts. This will include any future facility renovations 

and stadium additions. 

Wasynczuk began his professional career with Bain and 

Company in Boston, an internationally recognized consulting firm. 

At Bain, he developed market strategies and business plans for 

international corporations in the packaging and financial service 

industries. In January 1989, he joined Foxboro Stadium Associ­

ates as the Chief Operating Officer. His responsibilities included 

the overall management of the stadium and overseeing the long­

term development of the stadium complex. During his tenure as 

the stadium's COO, he greatly expanded the variety of entertain­

ment presented at the location. The facility is now among the 

busiest in the world and was selected as the Boston venue to host 

the 1994 World Cup. 

He earned a bachelor's and a master's degree in electrical 

engineering from Case Western Reserve University. After attaining 

his master's degree, he matriculated to the Harvard School of 

Business, where he earned his MBA. 

Wasynczuk has served on the Board of Directors for Boston 

Soccer and is a member of Boston's Host Committee for the 1994 

World Cup. He remains active in a variety of community activities 

and is a memberof the Executive Council and the Board ofTrustees 

of the Park Street Church. He is a frequent guest speaker at local 

community service organizations and various academic institu­

tions. 

Andy Wasynczuk was born February 18, 1957 in Chicago, Ill. 

He and his wife, Rebecca, celebrated the birth of their first child, 

Katherine Sophia, on December 2, 1993 and reside in Foxboro,

He is also responsible for the team's football operations. He 

oversees both the professional and college scouting depart­

ments and is accountable for the Patriots' equipment. video, and 

medical training staffs. In addition, Forte also coordinates all team 

travel and training logistics and is responsible for a number of 
special projects. 

He originally joined the Patriots on January 8, 1991 as the 

Vice President of Administration. He was given the responsibility 

to focus on the operations of the football team when he was 

promoted to Executive Vice President of Football Operations on 

January 21, 1993. Prior to joining the Patriots, Forte was a front 

office executive in the Philadelphia Eagles' organization. From 

1986 to 1990, he served as the Eagles' Assistant to the President, 

Chief Operating Officer and Chief Contract Negotiator. In addition 

to those responsibilities, he also handled the travel logistics for 

the team and organized a variety of special projects. 

A native of Flint, Mich., Forte participated in football and 

track at Flint Northwestern High before matriculating to Lincoln 

University in Jefferson City, Mo. Upon graduation, he worked in 

public relations for the General Motors and Honeywell corpora­

tions. 

He began his career in sports administration as an agent in 

1980. After six years of negotiating contracts and endorsements 

for athletes, Forte joined the Philadelphia Eagles to direct their 

contract negotiating efforts.

Patriots, was appointed Vice President of Finance on 
January 21 , 1 994. In his current position, Hausmann over­

sees all financial activity involving the organization's footba l l  and 
stadium operations. In addition, he assists Patrick Forte in contract 
negotiations and monitors the team's compliance with the salary 
cap aspects of the NFL 's current col lective bargaining agreement. 
He also supervises the finance and accounting departments for the 
organization and reports directly to Robert Kraft. 

A Collinsvi l le ,  I l l .  native, Hausmann earned his bachelor's 
degree in business administration with an emphasis in accounting 
from Southern I l linois University in 1 970. Upon graduation, he 
earned his CPA certificate while working for the accounting firm of 
Deloitte Haskins & Sells in St. Louis, Mo. In 1 985, he accepted a 
position with a regional stock brokerage firm in St. Louis as their 
chief financial officer. In 1 990, Hausmann returned to Deloitte, 
which had merged with another accounting firm to form Deloitte 
& Touche, one of the largest accounting firms in the nation. Three 
years later, on May 1 7, 1 992 , Hausmann joined the Patriots 
organization as the Vice President and Chief Financial Officer. 

Jim and his wife, Terri, have three children, Jennifer (4/28/ 
81 ), Kyle (6/3/84) and Brian (1/1 5/87) and reside in Foxboro , 
Mass.

ill Parcells became the 12th head coach of the New England 
Patriots on January 21, 1993, and brought instant credibility to 
a team which had finished 2-14 the previous season. Commit­

ted to bringing the New England region an NFL championship, Parcells 
immediately began assembling a solid foundation of young talent from 
which to build. His first order of business was to acquire a strong, 
young quarterback to lead the Patriots, which he did with the selection 
of Drew Bledsoe, the first pick in the 1993 NFL draft. 

Parcells auditioned numerous players in his first year with the 
Patriots. In just one season, his rebuilding process involved the 
acquisition of over 30 new players. He and his staff worked diligently 
to assemble the new talent and to develop it into a cohesive unit. The 
Patriots showed weekly progress throughout the season and improved 
in nearly every statistical category from the previous season. In 1992, 
the Patriots ranked 27th in the league in offense and 19th in defense. 
In just one season, they improved to 12th offensively and 13th 
defensively. One of the most telling turnabouts attributed to Parcells 
last season was the elimination of Patriot penalties. In 1992, New 
England was one of the two most penalized teams in the league (111 
penalties for 1,051 yards). One year later, they boasted the fewest 
penalties in the league (64 for 468 yards). The weekly improvement 
during the season was evident by the Patriots' season-ending four 
game win streak, a feat Patriots fans had not seen since 1976. 

In all, the Patriots finished 5-11 and in fourth place in the AFC East 
in 1993. With five wins added to his career total, he now ranks seventh 
among active coaches with 90 career victories. Parcells, who achieved 
85 of those victories as the head coach of the New York Giants from 
1983-90, is one of three active coaches to have claimed multiple NFL 
titles (1986 and 1990), along with Miami's Don Shula (1972-73) and 
Seattle's Tom Flores (with the Raiders in 1980 and 1983). 

Parcells' first head coaching opportunity was presented to him 
while serving as an assistant coach on Ray Perkins' New York Giants 
coaching staff. Following the 1982 regular season, Perkins resigned as 
the team's head coach and was named the successor to Paul "Bear" 
Bryant at the University of Alabama. Parcells was then promoted from 
defensive coordinator to fill the head coaching vacancy. 

In 1983, Parcells inherited a team that was coming off losing 
records in eight of the previous nine seasons and had been to the 
playoffs just once in 20 years. As if that were not enough to overcome, 
the club was besieged by injuries, as 25 players spent a portion of their 
season on the injured reserve list. Those injuries were a major factor in 
the Giants' league-leading 58 turnovers that season. 
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Yet, the hurdles the first-year head coach had to overcome on the 
field were minute in comparison to those he had to endure off the field. 
The tragic chain of events began in October of 1983 when Parcells lost 
his backfield coach and friend, Bob Ledbetter, who died of a sudden 
stroke. That was followed by the passing of former Giant running back 
Doug Kolar and the deaths of both of Parcells' parents within six weeks 
of each other late in the season. 

That year, the team finished with a 3-12-1 record - last in the 
division . Arguably, it was the toughest year a rookie coach has had to 
endure in modern NFL history . Despite that, Parcells prevailed and 
following the season began working diligently to rebuild the franchise. 

In 1984, the Giants began their metamorphosis. Between the years 
1984 and 1990, New York accumulated six winning seasons, including 
five trips to the playoffs and two Super Bowl Championships. During 
his eight seasons, Parcells totaled an 85-52-1 career record (.620 
winning percentage), which currently ranks Parcells second among the 
winningest coaches in Giants history. behind the legendary Hall of 
Farner Steve Owen (151-100-17). 

In an effort to prevent another injury-prone season . Parcells 
initiated a year-round conditioning program . The program had an 
immediate effect, reducing the number of players listed on injured 
reserve from 25 in 1983 to only seven in 1984. The Giants finished 
second in the NFC East with a 9-7 record and qualified for a wild-card 
playoff berth. Parcells notched his first playoff victory in his f i rst 
attempt, with a 16-13 decision over the Los Angeles Rams. The 
following week, the Giants lost a hard-fought game to the eventual 
Super Bowl champion San Francisco 49ers, 21-1 O .  In recogn ition of his 
accomplishments, Parcells earned NFC East Coach of the Year honors 
by Pro Magazine and finished second in two major NFL Coach of the 
Year polls; one to the 49ers' Bill Walsh and the other to Seattle's Chuck 
Knox. 

In 1985, New York finished 10-6 and returned to the playoffs. In the 
first round, they avenged their 1984 playoff loss with a 17-3 victory over 
the defending champion San Francisco 49ers. The following week, the 
Giants were again ousted from the playoffs by the eventual Super Bowl 
champion, the Chicago Bears. The back-to-back playoff appearances 
was a task that no other Giant coach had accomplished in over 20 years. 

In 1986, Parcells' Giants recorded their greatest single-season 
record ever with a 17-2 mark. They also set a club mark by w inning 12 
consecutive games, which culm inated with a 39-20 triumph over the 
Denver Broncos in Super Bowl XX I. In three playoff games, the Giants 
set an NFL record for cumulative margin of victory with a 102-23 
advantage. Parcells was named NFL Coach of the Year in every major 
poll in the country, a fitting tribute for the spectacular season that he 
had masterminded. 

In 1989, Parcells again earned NFL Coach of the Year honors from 
NFL Films and NFC Coach of the Year honors from the Washington Post 
for his 12-4 first-place f inish. The follow ing season, Parcells led New 
York's triumphant return to the Super Bowl, winning a dramatic 20-19 
decision over the Buffalo Bills. Following the 1990 championship 
season, Parcells learned of a threatening heart condition and on May 
15, 1991 resigned from coaching. 

Prior to accepting the Patriots head coaching responsibilities in 
1993, Parcells spent two seasons as an NBC Sports football analyst. In 
the fall of 1991, he served as a studio host with Bob Costas, O.J .  
Simpson and Will McDonough. The following year, he returned to NBC 
as a game analyst and provided color commentary alongside veteran 
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play-by-play announcer Marv Albert. Parcells' broadcast career was 
postponed when physicians gave him the medical "green light" to 
resume his coaching career, which the Patriots made possible by 
offering him their head coaching responsibilities on January 21, 1993. 

The Oradell, N.J. native was a member of the first graduating class 
at River Dell (Oradell) High in 1959. He was a three-sport letterman, 
starring in basketball, football and baseball. He captained and earned 
all-league honors in each of the respective sports. The tri-sport captain 
saw double-duty in football. as a quarterback and linebacker, and in 
baseball as a pitcher and catcher. 

He attended Colgate in 1960, then transferred to Wichita State 
(1961-63) ,  where he excelled as a linebacker. In a game against Tulsa, 
Parcells ravished the Golden Hurricane backfield, compiling 20 tackles 
and six sacks. He earned All-Missouri Valley Conference honors as a 
senior and played in the 1963 Blue-Gray and 1964 College All-Star 
Games. Opting for a coaching career, rather than playing profession­
ally, he joined the staff at Hastings College (Neb.) in 1964 as a defensive 
assistant. He returned to his alma mater in 1965 to coach the defensive 
line. before joining Tom Cahill's staff at West Point as the linebacker 
coach in 1966. After coaching Army's Black Knights for four seasons 
(1966-69) ,  he directed the linebackers at Florida State for three years 
(1970-72). He then went on to serve as defensive coordinator at both 
Vanderbilt (1973-74) and Texas Tech (1975-77). He received his first 
head coaching assignment at the Air Force Academy in 1978, where he 
piloted the Cadets to a 3-8 record. 

Parcells left the collegiate circuit in 1979 to accept an assistant 
position on Ray Perkins' staff with the New York Giants. Personal 
matters forced Parcells to resign from the Giants prior to the season. 

In 1980, he resumed his coaching career as the New England 
Patriots' linebackers coach on Ron Erhardt's staff. The following 
season. Parcells left New England to return to the New York Giants as 
Perkins' defensive coordinator and linebackers coach. Prior to his 
arrival, the Giants had allowed 425 points to the opposition in 1980. In 
his first season with the Giants. Parcells installed the 3-4 defense. 
revamped the secondary and produced a defensive unit which allowed 
only 257 points and finished the year ranked third in the league. New 
York posted a 9-7 record, the first winning season recorded in nine 
years, and qualified for the playoffs for the first time since 1963. The 
following year, the Giants finished with a 4-5 record during the strike­
shortened 1982 season. Following the season, Coach Perkins an­
nounced his resignation and the Giants named Parcells as his succes­
sor. Nearly 10 years later, the two coaches were reunited when Parcells 
named Perkins as his offensive coordinator. 

He was born Duane Charles (Bill) Parcells on August 22 ,  1941, in 
Englewood, N.J. Bill and his wife, Judith, have three daughters; Suzy, 
Jill and Dallas, and one grandson, Kyle.

one victory against 27 of the 28 NFL teams (he has not yet 
coached against the New York Giants). Of those 27 teams, only 
six hold series advantages. He has experienced his greatest 
individual series success against the Cardinals with a 12-4-1 
record (.735 winning pe rcentage) .  In terms of divisional oppo-
nents, Parcel ls has enjoyed his greatest success against the 
NFC Central (.684), a division the Patriots wi l l  face four times 
in 1994.Below is a team-by-team and division-by-division look 
at Parcel ls '  record vs. the NFL:

COACH ING: Romeo Crenne l ,  now in  his 14th NFL season, became 
reunited with his long-time coaching associate when Bil l Parcel ls added 
the veteran assistant to his staff on January 25, 1993. In 1993, Crennel 
led a resurgent defensive front which made significant progress 
throughout the year. During the Patriots' season-ending four game 
winning streak, the defensive line responded by only allowing an 
average of 84.5 rushing yards per game. This season, Crennel will 
continue to instruct the defensive line, a position he began coaching in 
1990 as an assistant with the New York Giants. During his 12-year 
(1981-92) coaching tenure in New York, the Giants made six playoff 
appearances, won three NFC Eastern Division championships and two 
Super Bowls. Crennel entered the professional ranks in 1981, along 
with Parcel ls, as an assistant on Ray Perkins' staff in New York. His 
coaching contributions helped lead the Giants to their first winning 
season in nine years and the first playoff berth since 1963. He began his 
coaching career as a graduate assistant at Western Kentucky in 1970 
and continued as a full-time assistant from 1971-74. His first associa­
tion with Parcells came the following year, when Crennel joined the 
Texas Tech coaching staff as a defensive assistant. Parcells was the 
defensive coordinator at Tech during Crennel 's three-year stint (1975-
77). In 1978, he was named the defensive end coach at Ole Miss. He 
remained at Mississippi for two seasons before being named the 
defensive line coach at Georgia Tech in 1980. The following season, 
Crennel left the collegiate ranks and was re-united with Parcel ls as an 
assistant on Perkins' staff with the Giants. 

PLAYING: A four-year letterman at Western Kentucky, Crennel starred 
as a defensive lineman. As captain of the team, he earned Al l-Confer­
ence and MVP honors in 1969.

I n  
h i s  f i rst season with the Patr iots, the defense imp roved i n  near ly  every 
stat ist ica l category ,  f i n i s h i ng  s i xth in the AFC i n  total defense .  I n  
add it i on ,  G roh ' s  l i n eback ing corps prov ided the fou ndat ion  fo r  the  
defense .  Together ,  the u n it r ecorded over 2 1  of the  team ' s  34 qua rter­
back sacks . Pri o r  to j o i n i n g  the Patr iots ,  he  coached the  l i nebackers on 
Bi l l  Be l i ch i ck ' s  Cleve land Browns staff i n  1 992 .  F rom 1 989 to 1 99 1 , 
G roh served as a defens ive ass istant with the  New York G iants .  I n  h i s  
f i rst season as a membe r  o f  B i l l  Pa rce l l s '  coach i n g  staff ( 1 989) ,  t h e  
G i ants c la imed t h e  d iv i s iona l  t i t le with a 1 2-4 reco rd .

The 
line allowed only 23 sacks on the year, 42 fewer than in 1992. Prior to 
joining the Patriots, the former NFL all-pro center coached the New York 
Giants offensive linemen for eight seasons (1985-92). Six of those years 
(1985-90) were spent as an assistant on a Bill Parcells' staff, which won 
two Super Bowls and qualified for the playoffs four of the .six seasons. 
Prior to joining the Giants, Hoaglin handled the offensive line chores for 
the Detroit Lions for seven seasons (1978-84). The offensive line 
received much of the credit for paving the way to an NFL rushing title in 
1981. 

PLAYING:  The Cleveland Browns selected Hoaglin, an offensive lineman 
from the University of Pittsburgh, in the sixth round of the 1966 NFL 
draft. He made the team and later broke into the starting lineup his rookie 
year. He put together an ironman string of 69 consecutive starts in the 
late 60's with the Browns. A versatile player, Hoaglin was capable of 
playing any position on the offensive line, but he spent the majority of 
his 11-year career at center. Hoaglin received one of the highest honors 
an NFL player can receive in 1969 when his peers elected him to the Pro 
Bowl. He played seven seasons in Cleveland before being traded to 
Baltimore in 1973. He spent the following two seasons in Houston 
(1974-75) before ending his career with the 1976 NFL expansion Seattle 
Seahawks. Hoaglin was a starter as both a center and linebacker at the 
University of Pittsburgh and was selected to play in the North-South All­
Star game his senior year. 

PERSONAL: Fred Hoaglin was born January 28, 1944, in Alliance, Ohio. 
In addition to his gridiron success, he also earned two varsity letters in 
golf while at the University of Pittsburgh and still considers it his favorite 
hobby. Hoaglin earned his bachelor's degree in industrial engineering in 
1968. Fred and his wile, Janet, have two children, Patricia Compton (3/ 
5/68) and George I l l "Rick" (9/23/70), and two grandchildren, Andrew 
(5/28/87) and Kristina Compton (4/11/89).

COACHING: Chris Palmer, now in h is fifth NFL season, was named wide 
receivers coach on January 27, 1 993. Palmer joined the Patriots after 
three seasons (1 990-92) as the receivers coach for the Houston Oilers . 
In 1 992, Palmer tutored a triumv i rate of Pro Bowl receivers - Curtis 
Duncan, Ernest G iv ins and Haywood Jeffi res. Houston ranked fi rst in 
the league in passing in each of Palmer's three seasons. His move to 
the Patriots marks his return to the Northeast, where many Bostonians 
wil l remember him as the head coach at Boston University . Palmer 
instal led the "Run 'n Shoot" offense during his two seasons (1 988-89) 
at Boston and produced one of the area's most exciting col legiate 
programs. In 1 989, the offense ranked 1 0th in the nation, passing for 
an average of 284.6 yards per game. Prior to coaching at Boston 
University, Palmer held the head coaching responsibil ities at the 
University of New Haven. In two seasons (1 986-87) , the Chargers 
posted consecutive 8-2 records. In 1 987, the team set records for 
consecutive wins (8) and points in a season (267) , each of which have 
since been surpassed. In 1 986, New Haven finished second in the 
nation in passing offense and broke 54 school records. Palmer's fi rst 
professional coaching experience came in 1 983 as the offensive l ine 
coach for the Montreal Concordes of the Canadian Footbal l  League. In  
1 984, Palmer accepted the opportunity to coach in the United States 
Footbal l  League as the receivers coach for the New Jersey Generals . 
That season, the Generals finished with a 1 4-4 record and qual ified for 
the playoffs. The following season, Palmer was promoted to quarter­
backs coach and offensive coordinator and helped orchestrate one of 
the league's most potent offenses. Palmer's offensive arsenal included 
quarterbacks Brian Sipe and Doug Flutie and the league's most domi­
nant rushing duo-Herschel Walker and Maurice Carthon. He began his 
coaching career as a col leg iate assistant at the University of Connecti­
cut in 1 972 . He coached the defensive l ine for three years (1 972-74) 
before accepting his fi rst offensive assignment in 1 975 as the wide 
receivers coach at Lehigh. The fol lowing season, Palmer was named 
the offensive coordinator at Colgate, where he coached for seven years 
(1 976-82) . In 1 977 , the Red Raiders led the nation in offense with a per­
game average of 486 yards. 

PLAYING: Palmer played quarterback for the Southern Connecticut 
State Owls from 1 968-71 . He was selected to the New Haven Gridiron 
Club fol lowing his senior campaign. 

PERSONAL: Chris Palmer was born September 23, 1 949, in Mt. Kisco, 
N.Y. He earned both his bachelor's and master's degrees from South­
ern Connecticut State. Chris and his wife , Donna, have two chi ldren, 
Mark (2/24n7) and Kristin (9/22/80).

COACHING : Johnny Parker, now in his 11th NFL season, was named the 
strength and conditioning coach on January 25, 1993. His first assign­
ment as strength and conditioning coach was to develop a year-round 
conditioning routine for the players to utilize during the offseasonto help 
prevent injuries in the fall. Much to the credit of his program and the work 
ethic of the players, the Patriots survived the 1993 season nearly injury­
free, an amazing recovery from the injury-plagued '92 season. His ability 
to motivate players to participate in a year-round training program has 
been the key to his success over the years. Prior to joining the Patriots, 
Parker maintained a similar post for nine seasons (1984-92) with the 
New York Giants. Coach Parcells saw an immediate return on his 
investment when he added Parker to his staff in 1984. The previous 
season, the Giants had been decimated by injuries, as 25 players spent 
time on the injured reserve list. In 1984, that number was cut to seven. 
Parker began his coaching career as linebackers coach for Indianola 
Academy followed by a three-year stint (1974-76) at South Carolina as 
the squad's strength and conditioning coach. The following three years 
(1977-79) were spent at Indiana in a similar capacity. Parker imple­
mented his conditioning program at Louisiana State in 1980, followed 
by four seasons at Mississippi (1981-83). His first professional assign­
ment came in 1984 when he was hired by Bill Parcells at the New York 
Giants. 

PERSONAL: Johnny Parker was born February 1, 194 7, in Greenville, 
S.C., and raised in Shaw, Miss. He graduated from Shaw High School, 
then matriculated to Ole Miss, where he earned his bachelor's degree in 
1968. Parker continued his education with a master's degree from Delta 
State University.

Since 
then, Perkins has coached on both the NFL and collegiate levels and has 
gained 14 years of head coaching experience along the way. In eight 
NFL seasons as a head coach, he registered a 43-77 overall record. 
Perkins began coaching at Mississippi State in 1973. The following 
year, he joined Chuck Fairbanks' staff as receivers coach for the 
Patriots. He left New England after four seasons (197 4-77) to accept the 
offensive coordinator duties for the San Diego Chargers (1978), where 
he instructed an offensive arsenal featuring quarterback Dan Fouts, 
wide receiver Charlie Joiner and running back Lydell Mitchell. The 
following year, Perkins was named the head coach of the New York 
Giants. By 1981, Perkins had assembled a staff in New York that 
included Bill Parcells (defensive coordinator) and Romeo Crennel 
(special teams) as assistants and led the Giants to their first winning 
season in nine years. In 1983, Perkins left the Big Apple to return to his 
alma mater as the successor to Paul "Bear" Bryant at the University of 
Alabama. In four seasons (1983-86), he led the Crimson Tide to three 
bowl appearances and accumulated a 32-15-1 record. He returned to 
the NFL in 1987, where he served as the head coach for the Tampa Bay 
Buccaneers (1987-90). In 1992, Perkins returned to coaching after a 
year's absence to head the Arkansas State staff. 

PLAYING: Perkins was selected by both the Boston Patriots in the fifth 
round of the 1966 AFL draft and the Baltimore Colts in the seventh 
round of the 1966 NFL draft. The sure-handed receiver played six 
seasons (1967-72) with the Colts, corralling 93 passes for 1,538 yards 
and 11 TDs. A knee injury forced Perkins' early retirement in 1972. He 
was a member of two Super Bowl teams, including the 1971 Super 
Bowl championship team. Perkins was recruited to Alabama by the late 
Bear Bryant in 1962. A head injury in spring drills led to brain surgery 
and his position transformation from fullback to wide receiver. After 
redshirting in 1963, Perkins completed one of the finest receiving 
careers in Crimson Tide history. His 63 receptions for 908 yards and 
nine touchdowns were thrown from three All-American quarterbacks; 
Joe Namath (1964), Steve Sloan (1965) and Kenny Stabler (1966). 
Alabama rolled up a 30-2-1 record during Perkins' career (1964-66), 
including national championships in 1964 and 19(35. Perkins co­
captained the 1966 squad while earning consensus All-America ac­
claim and SEC Player of the Year honors. 

PERSONAL: Walter Ray Perkins was born November 6, 1941, in Mt. 
Olive, Miss. Blessed with tremendous athletic ability, he was an 
outstanding prep athlete in football, basketball, baseball and track. He 
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was an All-American fullback at Petal (Miss.) High and in his only 
season playing hoops, he earned all-state recognition. While at Ala­
bama, Perkins also competed in track as a member of the Crimson 
Tide's relay team and as a sprinter. He was inducted into the Alabama 
Hall of Fame in 1990. Ray is the father of two sons, Tony, a graphic arts 
designer in Tuscaloosa, Ala . ,  and Mike, the video director for the 
Jacksonville Jaguars.

After two seasons as an assistant for the 
Tarheels, he moved on to the Air Force Academy , where he served as 
the outside linebackers coach during Parcells' first year as the head 
coach in 1978. He continued at the Academy through the 1983 
campaign, coaching the outside linebackers from 1978-80 and the 
defensive backs from 1981-83. Trott left the Academy to assume the 
defensive backfield duties for the University of Arkansas in 1984 and 
was promoted to defensive coordinator in 1989. In six seasons as an 
assistant on Ken Hatfield's Razorback coaching staff (1984-89), Arkan­
sas appeared in six straight postseason bowl games, highlighted by a 
dramatic 18-17 victory over Arizona State in the 1985 Holiday Bowl, and 
two Southwest Conference Championships (1988-89).

The Patriots opened the scoring when RB Leonard Russel l 
capped a n ine-play, 69-yard d rive to make the score 7-0 and increased the lead 
to 1 0-0 when Matt Bahr kicked a 1 9-yard field goal m idway in  the second quar­
ter. The Patriots extended the lead to 1 7-0 with five seconds left in the second 
quarter when TE Marv Cook caught a one-yard touchdown pass from OB Drew 
Bledsoe to cap a 55-yard drive that took just 32 seconds to complete. 

New Eng land increased the lead to 24-0 late i n  the third quarter when Bled­
soe connected with WR Michael Timpson on a 30-yard touchdown pass. It be­
came 3 1 -0 when Russel l scored his second touchdown of the game, this t ime 
from three yards out.

The New Eng land Patriots fin ished the 1 993 season by winning their fourth game 
in a row , defeat ing the Miami Dolphins, 33-27 in overt ime, in surprisingly comfort­
able 48 degree temperatures at Foxboro Stadium. The game, played in front of a 
sold-out crowd improved the Patriots record to 5-1 1 while the Dolphins fell to 9-7 
and missed the playoffs. The Patriots took a 1 0-0 lead in the second quarter when 
TE Ben Coates caught an 1 1 -yard touchdown pass from QB Drew Bledsoe to com­
plete a 1 6-play, 89-yard drive. 

The Patriots bui lt a 1 7-1 O advantage when WR Vincent Brisby caught an 1 1 -yard 
touchdown pass from Bledsoe, complet ing a 1 3-play, 75-yard drive. The Dolphins 
took their first lead of the game, 24-20, when RB Terry Ki rby ran 15 yards for a 
touchdown, but the Patriots went back ahead 27-24 when Coates caught his second 
touchdown pass of the game, again from 1 1  yards out with 1 : 1 4  left in the game. 
Miami then drove 60 yards on 1 1  plays and tied the game 27-27 with six seconds left 
in regulat ion when Pete Stoyanovich kicked a 24-yard field goal. 

After two Miami possessions and one Patriot possession in overt ime, New En­
gland drove 68 yards on three plays and on first down, Bledsoe threw his fourth 
touchdown pass of the game, this t ime a 36-yarder to WR Michael Timpson to give 
the Patriots a dramatic 33-27 overt ime victory. Bledsoe completed 27 of 43 passes 
for 329 yards, four TDs and one intercept ion while Mitchell finished with 22 comple­
t ions on 40 attempts for 259 yards and a touchdown. Higgs led al l rushers with 77 
yards on 1 8  carries while Patriots RB Kevin Turner led al l players with eight recep­
t ions for 61 yards.

The Patriots play in Super Bowl XX , going against the Chicago Bears in 
the Louisiana Superdome in New Orleans. The Bears won the game, 46-
1 0. The game , shown on NBC-TV, was the third-highest rated Super Bowl 
in history with a 48.3 rating and a 70 share (one rating point represents 
859,000 TV households; a share is the percentage of sets in use). Only 
the 1 982 and 1 983 Super Bowls had higher ratings. It was the most widely 
watched TV show ever with 1 27 mil lion viewers (topping the previous 
high of 1 2 1 ,600,000 who watched the final MASH show of February 28, 
1 983) .  The previous high Super Bowl in terms of viewers was Super Bowl 
XIX between the 49ers and the Dolphins ( 1 1 5 ,880,000). Also, 300 million 
peop le in China watched the game on tape delay.

With 
the score at 2 1 - 1 7 .  Ken Stabler drove the Raiders from their own 32 and scored with 
only 1 4  seconds to go. The drive was marred by a controversial roughing the passer 
call on Ray Hamilton. The Patriots had seemingly stopped the Raiders when a 
Stabler to Garrett pass on a 3rd and 1 8  fell incomplete. However, penalty flags were 
thrown and the Raiders had possession with a first and ten at the Patriot 1 3 . Five 
plays later Stabler rolled around left end for the winning score and the Patriots 
dreams of a championship were over.

S ince 1 976, the Patriots have conducted their summer training camp 
at Bryant College in Smithfield, Rhode Island. Situated on a beautiful 
320-acre campus located 12 miles northwest of Providence, Bryant

offers a bachelor of science degree in business administration at the 
undergraduate level, as well as graduate programs in business administra­
tion and taxation. Bryant's enrollment includes 3,000 full-time day students 
and 2,500 part-time students. More than 2,500 students reside on campus. 

Bryant has a 131-year-old tradition of excellence in business educa­
tion. The college relocated from a Providence campus in 1971. Since that 
time, the campus has expanded to accommodate a national and interna­
tional body of students. The focal point of the campus is the award-winning 
Unistructure. It houses faculty and administrative offices and classrooms, 
a swimming pool, bank, U. S. Post Office, dining facilities and the Patriots' 
summer offices.

T he site for the construction o f  Foxboro Stad i um  was selected for its
p rox im ity to th ree of New Eng land ' s  largest cit ies - Boston ,  Provi­
dence ,  R . I .  and Worceste r ,  Mass. Off ic ia l  g round breaking ceremo­

n ies for the stad i um  took p lace on September 23 ,  1 970. Just 326 days later 
(August 1 5 , 1 97 1  ). the Patriots ch ristened the i r  new home by hosting the 
New York G iants i n  an  exhibit ion game. The home f ie ld he lped g ive them a 
20-1 4 advantage over the G iants before 60,423 fans.

Robert Kraft establ ished an ownership posit ion with the faci l ity in  1 989.
In the fal l of 1 993, Kraft became sole owner of the fac i l ity when he pu rchased 
h is  partner ' s  i nte rest in the stad i um .  Kraft ' s  v is ion as owner has been to 
develop the faci l ity into a nationa l ly recogn ized fami ly enterta inment venue .  
By bu i ld i ng and develop i ng  relat ionsh ips w i th  loca l  off ic ia ls and rep resen­
tatives of the mus ic  i ndustry, Kraft and h is  associates have opened up the 
fac i l ity to more f re q uent samp l i ngs  of d ive rse enterta inment. In fact, 
Foxboro Stad i um  has hosted nearly th ree t imes as many special events in 
the past five years than it d id du ring  the f i rst 20 years of operat ion .  

Nat ional tours ,  l ike the Ro l l ing Stones, The Who and U2 ,  have d rawn 
reco rd crowds in Foxboro. The stad i um  has wo rked to c reate un ique  events 
for our reg ion ,  such as The National Earth Day Concerts and the Walden 
Woods concert i n  1 993 .  

I n  1 990, the U .S .  was awarded the r ight  to host the 1 994 World Cup 
Soccer Champ i onsh ips .  An i n it ial l ist of the 35 p rospective venues fai led to 
i nc lude any Boston or New Eng land site. Stad i um  management i n itiated the 
lobby ing effort internationa l ly to add Foxboro 's  name to the l i st . Jo in ing 
forces w ith the tour ism off ic ia ls throughout the reg ion u lt imately led to 
Foxboro ' s  selection as one of n i ne  host sites for World Cup Games. On ly Los 
Angeles and New York were awarded more than Foxboro 's six games. 

The World Cup has p roven to be a harbinger for many successes in  1 994 . 
I n  add itio n  to the World Cup , the stad i um  is p lay ing host to e ight national 
concert dates ,  the Drum Corps I nternationa l  Champ i onsh ips and has been 
�amed the host site for Major  League Soccer, the new p rofessional soccer 
league ,  wh ich w i l l  begin p lay i n  1 995 .
